The Larned Emergency Medical Services was created in 1967
and has been providing service to the Larned community for
over 40 years. The Department has three ambulances, an
EMS station, 4 full-time Emergency Medical Technicians,
and approximately 22 volunteers. In 2007, the department set
arecord of 1,014 ambulance runs. Quality patient care is a
joint effort of our volunteers & staff, St. Joseph Hospital ER,
and supporting medical personnel in the area who have made
our patients their first priority. The Department staff are
dedicated to improving their level of service, which includes
training, updating field equipment, and maintaining the
ambulances.

At approximately 8 am one March morning, Larned EMS was
dispatched to the scene of a man who was code blue - he had
had a heart attack, was not breathing, and had no pulse. The
EMT immediately began CPR while another EMT hooked
him up to an automatic defibrillator. Upon arrival at the St.
Joseph Hospital ER, hospital staff were able to stabilize the
patient to be flown by Eagle Med to Wichita. The best part of
this story was when the man’s wife came to the EMS station
and thanked the EMS staff for saving the life of her husband.

The Santa Fe Trail Center is a unique educational institution
devoted to the interpretation of the historic trans]Jortation
route known as the Santa Fe Trail. This regional museum
and library preserves artifacts and manuscripts related to the
blending of the major cultures along the Trail, and

enhances understanding of the continued development of the
Trail. Interrelated interpretive exhibits, learning programs,
and resource materials engage and enlighten a diverse public
of varied ages and backgrounds, compelling them to examine
their perception of the past.
